ñItôs A Simple Clubò 

  

Itôs a simple club, or is it a simple club. That is the question Iôm raising. Considering we are 
an incorporated club we must abide by certain rules governed by the Corporations Act. If we 

do not we can be fined and the Executive committee members may be fined individually. 
Maximum penalty is $500 each from my last recall. 

As an incorporated body we must follow certain rules and regulations. I have provided a 
basic list. For more details on these items refer to The "Act" on the internet from Fair Trad-
ing. Itôs free to download, and by the way I have read it at least five times and its 145 pages 

long. Itôs far more entertaining than "Gone with the Wind"  
  

KEY OBLIGATIONS OF ASSOCIATIONS UNDER THE 
Associations Incorporation Act (1987) 

Committee members of associations are required to take all reasonable steps to ensure that 
their association complies with all of these obligations. Summary of the obligation Section 
number of the Act Must be held each year within 4 months of the end of the associationôs 

financial year.  

23. ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING. Annual accounts must be presented to members at 
each Annual General Meeting.  

26. Accounting records must be kept in such a way that true and fair accounts of the asso-
ciation can be prepared from time to time and be conveniently and properly audited. 

 25. An up-to-date membersô register must be maintained and made available to any mem-
ber to inspect and copy on request.  

27. The rules of association must be kept up-to-date and made available to any member to 
inspect and copy on request.  

28. RECORDS. A list of committee members and office bearers, together with their residen-
tial or postal address, must be maintained and made available to any member to access or 
copy on request.  

29. SPECIAL RESOLUTIONS. Special resolutions are needed to amend the rules or to 
wind up the association. A special resolution must be approved by 75% of the members 
who attend and vote at a general meeting that has been properly convened under the rules. 
Details of the special resolution must be lodged with DOCEP for it to have legal effect. 

And there are more in other sections, but these are the real essentials. 
 

After reading the clubs obligations, now consider this, the club has other tasks it provides 
for its members.  

These are-: 

  

Web page which we need to keep up to date. The reason for this is for our members and 

the general public. Itôs our gateway to the universe. It requires updating monthly according 

to news, runs and shows. 



 

 Concessional licensing, for people who want to brag about their car being historic and origi-

nal, plus the huge saving on your rego papers. The club has to organising a scrutineer and 

inspection day, for all vehicles and then submit forms to the Department of Planning and 

Infrastructure. Provide special stickers and license plates. 

  

A quarterly newsletter which tells the members and whoever else reads this, about whatôs 

going on in the club, whatôs coming up and general info about parts and other stuff, oh and 

member profiles, nearly forgot about that one.  

  

  

Club Merchandise, organising printing and purchasing of T shirts, Club jackets, caps, 

stubby holders and god knows what else, not to mention organising artwork for various 

products. 

  

Club Property, we have that much of it we need a house, well maybe a unit to hold it all, or 

better yet, sell the trailer and buy a truck, we can store in there, perhaps even store a cou-

ple of cars in the truck, then we could go from coast to coast. That would be neat. Poor 

Trevor. 

  

Club Library, for those of you who didn't know, we have one with heaps of stuff. Did you 

know we have every copy of AMC Magazine? You could have saved yourself some money 

by reading our copy instead of buying one.
